In 2023, the City of Utica received a $2 million federal
grant to transform our urban forests and green spaces
by planting new trees and caring for existing trees.
The planting area includes eighteen Justice40 Census
Tracts as identified by the Federal Government, New
York State, and Oneida County. These areas include
neighborhoods in Cornhill, East Utica, West Utica,
and Center City.

You can help by agreeing to let us plant a tree in front
of your property in the space between the sidewalk
and the road.

Our goal is to restore our urban tree canopy by
planting trees in our parks and green spaces, and on
our city streets, but we can’t do it without your help.
